Regeneration Award
Winner

Linked Work & Training Trust Central (LWTTC) has won a
British Urban Regeneration Association Best Practice Award
as an outstanding example of Regeneration. It is one of
only five in the UK to receive such recognition in 2003 and
LWTTC has a strong association with the Dawson area.

The LWTTC runs a programme which provides full time
community development posts into which local people are
appointed and receive an appropriate salary. This practical
experience of doing the job forms the basis of the education
and training programme and the qualification offered
carries endorsement as a qualification in community
education and is awarded by the University of Glasgow.

In Dawson we have Lee Stevenson working within the Dawson
Initiative as the Community Liaison Worker. This is a direct
result of Linkwide, Communities Scotland, and the Dawson
Initiative working in partnership to employ a local person
to inform and encourage community involvement in the
regeneration of the area. The Dawson Initiative had
identified that the local community felt they should have a
more proactive role in the regeneration of the area and be
better informed and involved in proposals and plans. Lee is
based with the Dawson Initiative team.

Cathy Peattie, MSP and Chairperson of LWTTC said ‘the
programme is designed to meet the needs of local people
and local communities. We want to harness the recognised
commitment, experience and ability present in communities
like Dawson. It is a recognition that the problems in these
areas are best identified and tackled by those who know
most about them and have the ability to work toward their
