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Member Wins Prestigious Urban Regeneration Award

A prestigious award for best practice in urban
regeneration has been won by one of our mem-
bers — Linked Work and Training Trust Central
(LWTTC). The award made by the British Ur-
ban Regeneration Association, recognises the
Trust’s work in providing degree level training to
people excluded from the normal routes into
Higher Education.

The award ceremony took place on Tuesday 18*
November at Whitehall, London; a deputation of
13 LWTCC staff, students, graduates, directors
and funders travelled to receive the award from
the Deputy Prime Minister, john Prescott.

LWTTC is one of only five projects in the UK to
receive such recognition in 2003 and the only
winner in Scotland.

Cathy Peattie, MSP and Chairperson of LWTCC
feels it is important to emphasise the multiple
benefits this model of community learning and

development training brings:

“The programme is designed to meet the needs
of local people and local communities. We want
to harness the recognised commitment, experi-
ence and ability present in disadvantaged commu-
nities. It is a recognition that the problems in
these areas are best identified and tackled by
those who know most about them and have the
ability to work toward their resolution. It is also
a reflection of the need that employers have for
effective workers in this area”.
