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The Linked Work & Training Trust Central, who delivered a
workshop on work based training at the recent Youthlink national
conference, have been named as one of the winners of the British
Urban Regeneration Association awards. LWTTC provide work-
based training leading to the award of the Degree of Community
Education & Community Development from the University of
Glasgow for people with proven backgrounds in voluntary and
part-time paid youth work.

The programme, which has been in operation since 1995, provides
opportunities for people who would not normally access the
traditional university routes into achieving a qualification. High
numbers of potentially excellent professional youth workers are
lost to the profession every year because they are unable for
various reasons to attend a university course. The Linked Work &
Training Trust is committed to improving access to higher
education and making sure that the vast pool of skills in
communities are not lost because of these issues.
